Additional discounted admission tickets may be purchased from the Entries Secretary - £10 Adults 

Car Passes:  will be issued on request to exhibitors who need to take their car onto the Show Field to 

unload/load their exhibits. To avoid congestion on the Show Field during the day, we do ask that 

wherever possible, cars are removed to the Public Car Park.
